	 Think of the Country battle being waged in Charlotte as a 
championship football game featuring two teams whose only 
loss is to the other. Both execute flawlessly, compete fiercely and 
then help each other up when the whistle blows.
	 Charlotte’s two Country stations, Clear Channel’s WKKT 
(Kat) and CBS Radio’s WSOC, have each ranked No. 1 seven 
times since PPM arrived 19 months ago (July 2010). WSOC 
started fast, winning six of the first 10 PPM monthlies. Lately, 
‘KKT has made a run, ranking No. 1 in seven of the past 10. 
	 Although the just-concluded Holiday book isn’t in yet, Country 

averaged a 15.2 share in 2011, with both 
stations having been in the top three since 
February. Simply put, Charlotte is a huge 
Country radio market.
	  CC/Charlotte OM and WKKT PD Steve 
Geofferies, who arrived there last April after 
five years at CC’s co-owned WSSL & WESC/
Greenville, SC, describes country music as 
“the heart and soul, the fabric of what makes 
this market tick.” WSOC’s PD since 2004, DJ 
Stout has worked in Charlotte his entire radio 
career. He says, “Country is the new pop music, 
and I don’t mean from a music standpoint but 
a listener standpoint.”
	 The two programmers agree that they are 
fighting a content-driven, moment-by-moment 
battle within a shared field of listeners.

	 “We talked with a broader universe of country fans because, 
of course, the media world extends beyond Country radio,” Raab 
continues. “The idea was, ‘What can we learn to help us survive 
and thrive in this new digital media world?’ The goal was to find 
specific, actionable information or ideas to help us do that.”
	 Specifically, queries were directed toward finding out how 
traditional radio stacks up against Pandora, Sirius XM, Radio.
com, iHeartRadio and other platforms. New music discovery 
was a focus, and Raab promises an “extensive section” on 
smartphone listening.
	 Programmers and personalities may be interested in 
country fans’ perceptions of the role air talent plays in media 
consumption. The study will also look at reasons for increased 
or decreased listening and what factors might tilt fans toward 
more tune-in.
	 The questionnaire, fashioned by Rosin and the committee, is 
extensive in scope. “Last year’s research was very instructive as 
we saw Country radio fans reacting, mostly in a positive way,” 
Raab says. “This time we wanted to take things a few steps 
further and see how Country radio fares in the whole universe of 
country fans.”

	  “Kat is the number one station we share with, and vice-
versa,” Stout says.
	 WKKT’s recent win streak started a month before Geofferies 
arrival, and he’s coy about the reasons behind those wins: “It’s 
about paying attention to every detail on the station, setting 
appointments and other things I don’t want to go into too much.” 
He’s not shy, however, about the advantage he feels in having 
morning personality Paul Schadt. “Paul has been in the market 30 
years. He’s a walking superstar and truly the most humble radio 
person I’ve ever been around.”
	 Musically, both stations are aggressive, with ‘SOC slightly newer. 
A look at Mediabase shows ‘SOC’s most recent current/recurrent-
to-gold ratio at 77.4%/22.6%,  compared with ‘KKT’s 69.3/30.7%. 

    Show Dog-Universal’s Regional/
SW Greg Sax discusses his most 
influential songs, albums and concerts:

1. The Beatles’ Please Please Me: 
My Dad’s original Beatles reel-to-reel 
tape introduced me to music. I was 
hooked and developed a passion that 
has never ceased.

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hurts the market,” Stout says. “Inevitably what happens is that 
artists and labels don’t want to do anything with either of you 
because of the crap they’ll take.”
	 Both stations are active promotionally. WSOC is currently 
giving away “Kenny on the 10s,” offering tickets to Chesney’s 
June 24 stadium show. Beginning Thursday, (Jan. 12), the 
station rolls into a “Payroll Payoff” cash contest encouraging 
listeners to register via text, then tune in eight times a day to 
hear their name for a chance at $103. Across town, WKKT 
kicks off its “Kat All-Access Pass” contest this week, giving 
tickets to every show visiting Charlotte in 2012. 
	 The undisputed strength of both stations means neither 
WKKT nor WSOC is going anywhere soon. But that doesn’t 
mean either PD would be heartbroken if it happened. “What 
kills me, and I’m sure Steve would say the same thing, is 
seeing a combined 15 shares of Country,” Stout says. “Makes 
me think, ‘If they’d just get the hell out of town I’d be kicking 
everybody’s ass!’”

In terms of music vintage, 71.5% of WSOC’s music is from 2010-
2011, while 59.8% of WKKT’s music is from the past two years. 
	 Interestingly, Stout cut back on ‘SOC’s new music just last 
Monday (1/2), increasing his heavy current rotation to 65 times 
a week. In contrast, WKKT’s heavies spin approximately 48 times 
per week. 
	 With two stations playing basically the same hit music, 
Country Aircheck wondered if the market has any burn issues 
on currents. Stout hasn’t noticed any, saying the music owes its 
durability to “Charlotte being such a knowledgeable, passionate 
country audience.” Geofferies says Kat is well-researched and, 
without being specific, adds, “We have parameters set up for 
when powers go away.”
	 WSOC’s musical tweaks are part of a larger re-imaging 
project that’s been underway for a few months. Stout says the 
sonic quality is younger now with new station voice Brian Lee and 

imaging produced by Vanilla 
Gorilla Productions. “The 
goal was to make us more 
attractive to younger listeners 
without offending the older 
audience,” he says. “We’re 
already doing that and I 
expect it to continue.” 
	 Stout testifies to those 
changes by noting ‘SOC 
attained its highest weekly 
audience in three months 
during December, when the 

station out-cumed ‘KKT, adding 23,300 persons to 526,600. 	
	 Another recent change was pointed out by the competitor: 
“They don’t use their call letters anymore,” Geoffries notes. With 
the exception of legal IDs, ‘SOC is now branded as “103.7, 
Country’s Hottest Hits.” Geofferies continues, “They reset the table 
in September. I think that was bold and may end up working out 
pretty well for them.”
	 As evidenced by that comment, mutual respect runs deep in 
this contest. “It’s hard not to like those guys,” says Geofferies. 
“[WSOC MD] Rick McCracken might be the nicest man I’ve ever 
met in radio.” Contributing to the competitive camaraderie is the 
fact that Schadt is ‘SOC PD DJ Stout’s uncle. “A pissing match
